Lyudmila Pavlichenko -  a sniper greatest war record of them all, with 309 confirmed kills, including 36 enemy snipers 
Marina Raskova - famous aviator known as the ‘Russian Amelia Earhart’
Manshuk Mametova - a machine gunner, who was killed in a battle for Nevel
Zinaida Portnova - she joined the Belarus underground as part of a unit nicknamed the Young Avengers. Being essentially kids, they started off small, distributing underground leaflets and  sabotaging an enemy truck or motorcycle.
Lydia Litvyak - a fighter pilot in the Soviet Air force during World War II
Mariya Oktyabrskaya - the first female tankist to be awarded the Hero of the Soviet Union
